He also presented a book in defense of the Christian religion, 
worthy of the apostolic teaching, to that same emperor. (c. 130) (Transferred from September 21)

The holy martyr Phocas, bishop of Sinope.  As bishop, he strengthened the faithful by his 
example and words, and brought many pagans to the true faith.  The governor of the province had 
him seized and tortured, and then killed him by throwing him into boiling water.  He died during 
the reign of the emperor Trajan. (103)
