The holy martyr Eustace and his companions. Eustace was a Roman military leader in the
time of the emperors Titus and Trajan. He was a righteous and merciful pagan. One day while
hunting, he found a stag. In the stag's antlers, a cross appeared, and Eustace heard a voice
telling him to find a Christian priest and be baptized. He and his whole family were baptized,
and then left Rome for Egypt. Eustace was called back into service by Tragjan during the
barbarian invasions. After defeating the enemy, Eustace was arrested by the new emperor
Hadrian for being a Christian. He waskilled with hisentire family. (118)
