Go in haste and proclaim to the World that the Lord is risen, 
having put death to death. For he is the Son of God, who saves the human race.

Troparia at the Beatitudes 
 
6. Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called children of God. 
(Paschal Tone) Come, let us partake of a new drink, not miraculously produced from the barren 
rock. But from the fountain of immortality, springing up from the tomb of Christ.  In him is our 
firm strength. 
5.  Blessed are they who are persecuted for the sake of righteousness, 
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 
- Today, all things are filled with light - earth and heaven and the world beneath.  Then let all 
creation celebrate the resurrection of Christ.  In him is the firm foundation of all things. 
4.  Blessed are you when they insult you and persecute you 
and utter every kind of evil against you falsely because of me. 
- I was buried yesterday with you, O Christ; but today I rise, resurrected with you.  Yesterday I 
crucified myself with you, O Savior.

Prokeimenon - Tone 3 
The Lord is my light and my Savior; whom shall I fear? 

Verse: :The Lord protects my life; of whom shall I be afraid? 
 
Epistle: Acts 3:11-16 
 
Leader: A reading from the Acts of the Holy Apostles. 
 
At that time: as the healed man clung to Peter and John, all the people hurried in amazement 
toward them in the portico called “Solomon’s Portico.” 
When Peter saw this, he addressed the people, “You Israelites, why are you amazed at this, and 
why do you look so intently at us as if we had made him walk by our own power or piety? 
The God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, the God of our ancestors, has 
glorified his servant Jesus whom you handed over and denied in Pilate’s presence, when he had 
decided to release him. 
You denied the Holy and Righteous One and asked that a murderer be released to you. 
The author of life you put to death, but God raised him from the dead; of this we are witnesses. 
And by faith in his name, this man, whom you see and know, his name has made strong, and the 
faith that comes through it has given him this perfect health, in the presence of all of you.

Leader: A reading from the gospel of the holy apostle and evangelist John (the Theologian) 
(John 3:22-33 
 
Response: Glory to you, O Lord, glory to you.

Profession of Faith

Although I cannot be a partaker now of your mystical supper, O Son of God, 
Come at least spiritually into my heart by Your Divine Grace 
for the healing of my soul and body. 
For I will not reveal your mystery to your enemies, 
Nor will I give you a kiss as did Judas, 
But like the thief I profess to you: 
+ Remember me, O Lord, when you come in your kingdom. 
+ Remember me, O Master, when you come in your kingdom. 
+ Remember me, O Holy One, when you come in your kingdom. 
O Lord, I also believe and profess, that this, 
Which I would receive, and which is now here present with us in Mystery, 
Is truly your most precious Body, and your life-giving Blood, 
Which, I pray, I may one day receive again 
For the remission of all my sins and for life everlasting. Amen
