Great Prokeimenon of the Nativity
This prokeimenon is appointed for Vespers on the evening of Christmas Day. But when December

25 falls on a Saturday, the great prokeimenon is sung on Friday night (Christmas Eve), to avoid
conflict with the singing of ““The Lord reigns” on Saturday evening.
